2. Correct View App, View Source, Clone this App links from ExApp page in App Manager – do these links take you to the correct app?  This isn’t in there yet so just file it as a bug against the App Manager

17. Submit each field with too much text

· titles shouldn’t be more than 100 characters

· depending upon the app and the field, upper limit for forms should be 4,000 characters

18. Submit each form that has an image upload field with:
· nothing in the text box

· random junk in the text box

· filename of valid local jpeg

· filename of local non-jpeg (text file, word document, etc.)

Messaging

19. If the app has messaging functionality – send a message (to Diego)

20. Send a message to the app owner from sidebar (created by: [owner])

XSS vulnerabilities

25. Enter <i>test</i> ${application.name} in each form field.

The application is broken if it:
· displays the word "test" in italics instead of displaying "<i>test</i>" in plain text
· displays the actual application name instead of the string "${application.name}

26. While signed in, navigate to each page that displays a form for entering input / uploading content. Don't submit the form. Open another tab in the browser and sign out. Return to the first tab, fill out the form, and submit it. Make sure the app rejects the submission since you are now signed out.
